was instituted by the Fathers of the Church centuries ago as a means of helping the faithful
not stray away too far from Church Life until the next Fast — in August for the Mother of
God...they felt that going several months without any spiritual “checks and balances” on
ourselves would have harmful effects -SOO TRUE! So, as we contemplate this reality, how
many of us have come to Holy Confession this Fast Period, or kept this Fast at all (since it is,
after all, Summer-time?) It is for our benefit to “reign in” our earthly passions and desires by
applying some spiritual tools on ourselves when the Church asks us too — yes?
